As many of you know, I founded the Great Chesapeake Bay Swim with my brother Darren and   childhood neighbor Mike Perry as a tribute to our father Joseph Earley. Joseph passed away in 1981 of complications from Diabetes and the swim was founded the next summer.  The Bay Swim event has produced hundreds of thousands of dollars for both the American Diabetes Association and since 1991 the March of Dimes.  

Cynthia loved young people and supported them beyond her immediate family.  She felt education and community awareness was the key to see and do new things.  Thus the Great Chesapeake Bay Swim (www.bayswim.com) now offers a scholarship award in her name as an incentive for young people to raise money in their community.    

The 15 – 21 age group who competes in the swim and raises the most dollars for the March of Dimes wins the Cynthia Earley Scholarship Award of $1,000 payable to a trust, college or trade school savings account administered by their parents.
